Dr. Ahlquist with the Albert Lasker Clinical Medical Research Award and the Ciba Award for Hypertension Research he received in 1976.
He was awarded the Lasker for his theory that there are two types of receiving mechanisms or sites in the cardiovascular system – one type prevailing in the heart, and the other in the blood vessels. These receptors, which receive “messages” from the sympathetic nervous system, were classified and named by him, alpha and beta. Because they are receptors for adrenaline and adrenaline-like substances, they are known as “adrenergic” receptors. Dr. Ahlquist’s concept of alpha and beta receptors opened the door to the development of propranolol and the treatment of heart diseases and severe high blood pressure.
